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CUE TIP OF THE WEEK:  SPLITTING MATCHES
Sometimes matches can run late into the evening.  To prevent this from happening, APA allows matches to be split, which means running matches on 2 tables at once.  If there is an available table that is the same size as the regular match table, then a team cannot deny another team's request to split matches.  Practice tables should be given up in order to split matches.  

The best way to avoid matches running late into the evening is to keep your matches moving!  Start on time, do not allow a grace period in between matches, be ready to put up players when it is time to advance to the next match, and keep your shot clock to approximately 30 seconds per shot (45 for a complicated shot) – and the same time line is true for time-outs, too.

Harris Blackwell from “The Dark Side” – there’s a bounty on your head this week.  Play and win your match this Tuesday and your match is free!  If his opponent (the bounty hunter) wins, then the bounty hunter plays for free!
REMINDER: THIS IS HOW THE BOUNTY WORKS:  APA Staff selects a different division every week.  Then we select a player from that particular division – on that specific night of the week – to play in the bounty hunt game.  The selection is non-transferable to another player, another division, or another night.  
MAKE UP MATCHES
Now is the time to remember that make-up matches will not be allowed during the last two weeks of the session (for the Ladies 8-Ball division, this rule applies to the last month of the session).  Any pending make-up matches must be completed prior to this deadline or be forfeited.  Keep in mind that HARDSHIP matches are different, as these ARE allowed during the last two weeks of the session.

NOTE: When completing your make-up matches, confirm the skill levels of the players in the match.  The rule is that you should always use the most updated, most recent skill level, as it is the most accurate skill level on record.  Do NOT use the skill level printed on the old scoresheet for the make-up match.
