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CUE TIP OF THE WEEK:  MARK YOUR POCKET
The 8-ball must be pocketed in a marked pocket.  To avoid confusion, we suggest you avoid using table chalk to mark your pocket (unless it is your personal pocket chalk).  Additionally, we ask that you refrain from using weapons or any objects that represent currency (wallets, credit cards, actual money) as pocket markers.

While some players prefer to call the 8-ball pocket as opposed to marking it, they do this AT THEIR OWN RISK!  The opponent has the right to declare a loss of game, if the 8-ball goes into a pocket that is not marked.
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THIS WEEK’S BOUNTY HUNT:
Dawne Marie Hansen from “Deadly Sticks” – there’s a bounty on your head this week.  Play and win your match this Wednesday and your match is free!  If her opponent (the bounty hunter) wins, then the bounty hunter plays for free!  

LEGAL TIME-OUTS
It helps to have someone offer advice on a difficult shot or give perspective on which shot to take.  This is why coaching is allowed.  Only one coach per rack for each player that is a skill level 4 and above and two coaches per rack for each player that is a skill level 3 and below.  
Time-outs must come from a coach on your own team!  You cannot ask another APA member from another team to be your coach.  Additionally, players that are on suspension are not permitted to coach anyone in a match for any reason.  
Breaking the coaching rules could be considered a sportsmanship violation and could result in loss of bonus points, forfeited matches, suspension of players, or even a team's loss of eligibility for a higher level tournament.
